Notes

1. Development of the Bury Clinical Commissioning Group (CCG) 
Dr Audrey Gibson (AG) and Kate Foster (KF) came and talked about developments of the Bury CCG (see accompanying presentation) and how it impacts on the Third Sector. From April 2012 the CCG will be responsible for Commissioning. What impact is this going to have on the sector? 
Well the need to involve the Third Sector is already here. To get across the change to the public there is a huge amount of work needed to develop and implement the CCG Communication Strategy. They want ideas and help from the sector on how information can be distributed to groups and their service users.

The other major decision for GPs is going to be how to commission to make best use of limited funding. In deciding priorities they will be canvassing views through the Health & Wellbeing Board (HWB), and also take information from the Joint Strategic Needs Assessment (JSNA). However the JSNA needs to be fit for purpose and become a “living document” in order to be useful. The CCG see the Assembly as an important link in canvassing grass roots organisations on what are the priorities for Bury.

Questions and discussion followed around:

How will the split of budgets between the local authority and CCG affect the sector? - AG and KF couldn’t answer at this time.

· Could there be one key person for the third sector to address queries to around commissioning to the third sector? - At the moment AG would be the best person. 

· The Greater Manchester Centre for Voluntary Organisations (GMCVO) have a mapping of organisations delivering health.

· Looking at other models of service delivery e.g. the Bolton model that focuses on educating as well as healing.

· The need to have at least one and preferably two Assembly representatives on the HWB.     

Action: DB to lobby for having two representatives on the HWB
2. Team Bury & HWB Update
DB reported back on developments from Team Bury and the HWB (see accompanying document). Considering the two outcomes Bury is to focus on (report page 1) there was discussion around the Employment outcome on: How the Work Programme will work in Bury; groups who had less support to participate such as young people with caring responsibilities.
The other outcome is being addressed by expanding “Better Life Chances”, a project that Six Town Housing have been running in East Bury into a wider model. In discussion it was felt the Third sector needed to be more aware of this.

Action: AJW to organise an event around to invite Six Town Housing to speak to the Assembly
3. Next meeting plans
Action: AJW to arrange next Assembly meetings around Six Town Housing and a “Speed dating event” before Christmas/
4. Something to Share/ Exchange
The Assembly had a discussion around some of the funding issues groups are facing. One group that is funded through Pennine trust has had their funding put on a “payment by results basis” that has effectively cut their funding from £160k to £45. For another, the change to Personalisation is causing difficulties as running costs rise but service demand reduces when service users are directed to/ take up cheaper providers.
There was some discussion around how these issues are discriminating against smaller charities from participating in service delivery, whether the Compact applies and what B3SDA/ the Assembly can do to address them.

Action: DB/ AJW to look into Compact and other ways to improve partnership working
